He played against the likes of Babe Ruth,
Ty Cobb, and Tris Speaker. He called
Shoeless Joe Jackson his friend and team-
mate. He laced up spikes for the Philadel-
phia Athletics, Chicago White Sox, and
Pittsburgh Pirates. He appeared in 3
World Series and in 1918 his batting av-
erage trailed Babe Ruth’s by only 3 per-
centage points. When 8 of his teammates
were accused of fixing the 1919 World Se-
ries, he would not be tainted by the scan-
dal and would be know from that day on
as “Honest” Eddie Murphy, born and
raised in a small town in upstate New York
situated on the banks of the Delaware
River. Hancock, New York.
